Why
do wars have to take place, why so much cruelty, why so much hatred, why so much human
pain, why so much suffering of human souls with no sign of remaining dignity, why so much
death...

The day ended in a pleasant and more optimistic way, after the visit to the Salt Mine, a true
wonder of Nature, which people respected and cultivated. We were stunned by its beauty
and by what people have made out of salt.
